
Chronology of Acts1 
 

AD 30/33 Founding of the church in Jerusalem (Acts 1-2) 

AD 32/35 Paul’s conversion (Acts 9) 

AD 34/37 Paul visits Jerusalem after his conversion for the first time (Acts 9:28ff.) 

AD 45/46 Famine relief sent to Jerusalem from Antioch (Acts 11:27ff.); death of James the son of Zebedee  

AD 46/47 Paul takes his first missionary journey with Barnabas (Acts 13-14) 

AD 48 Apostolic council at Jerusalem to discuss whether Gentile must adhere to the Law of Moses before becoming 
Christians (Acts 15) 

AD 48-51 Paul’s second missionary journey (Acts 15:36-18:22) 

AD 50 Paul reaches Corinth (Acts 18) 

AD 53 Paul begins his third missionary journey (Acts 18:23) 

AD 54-57 Paul stays in Ephesus (Acts 19) 

AD 57-58 Paul returns to Greece (Acts 20) 

AD 58 (June) Paul reaches Jerusalem (Acts 21) 

AD 58-60 Paul is imprisoned in Caesarea Maritima (Acts 24-26) 

AD 60-61 Paul appeals to Caesar and travels to Rome (Acts 27) 

AD 61-63 Paul is imprisoned in Rome (Acts 28:30)
