1405 - 1445 BC The Pentateuch (Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers, and 
Deuteronomy) & Job Written … covering 4004 – 1406 BC 

1055 BC David is appointed King (2 Sam. 2, some have 1010 B. C.).  

1410-450 B.C. Psalms is written 

1015 BC Solomon, David's son, is appointed King  

1030-1010 B.C. Ruth is written 

975 BC Solomon's death and Rehoboam succeeds Solomon to the throne (I 
Kgs. 12, some have 931 as the date).  

971-965 B.C. Proverbs & Song of Solomon written 

971-686 B.C. Ecclesiastes is written 

722 BC The Assyrians capture Samaria and take Israel captive 

700-681 B.C. Isaiah is written 

597 BC Jerusalem is captured by Babylon 

586 B.C. Lamentations is written 

586-570 B.C. Jeremiah is written 

561-538 B.C. 1st & 2nd Kings is written 

536 BC  The 1st group from Judah remnant returns from captivity (see Ezra 2). 

536-530 B.C. Daniel is written 

458 BC The second group from Judah Remnant returns from bondage (Ezra 8).

444 BC The walls of Jerusalem are rebuilt under the leadership of Nehemiah
